I'd have given this five stars were it not for one scene -- (spoiler alert) I simply cannot stretch my

imagination far enough to envision a young girl with an injured arm, informed only by episodes of

CSI, successfully using a broken safety pin to pick a lock located behind her head, then go on to



pick two others. Except for that one scene, this is a well-plotted, well-characterized, tight story. I love

the naturalness of the dialog, the relationships between characters (not just the police, but the very

natural relationships of villains and victims as well), and the twists of plot which are always

surprising, never telegraphed. I do think, perhaps, the outbreak of shingles at an opportune moment

was a bit overdone -- shingles really doesn't spread over the whole body, but is confined to, usually,

either the upper torso or the face. Still, I could overlook that were it not for the lock picking episode. I

have read (and own) all four books in the series (this one scene is the first that felt false to me), and

I will buy and read the fifth.
