What I mean by this is that the editors took care to not only present different ideas, but

also present ideas of different peopleÃ¢Â€Â¦ people from different socio-historical positions, people

from different genders, people from different geographical locations, with the aim of bringing the



reader as close as possible to these ideas within these collections. This collection among the six

features works by Mary Shelley, Carl G. Jung, Italo Calvino, Michel Foucault, Marion Milner, Virginia

Woolf, and Mabel Dodge Luhan. And Mary ShelleyÃ¢Â€Â™s, for example, invites the reader to

explore Ã¢Â€ÂœThe Genesis of Frankenstein,Ã¢Â€Â• and specifically, ShelleyÃ¢Â€Â™s

representation of her experience in the creative process as one where product comes not from the

void but instead from the chaos of the materials of our lives and experiences.
