Readers are

first introduced to the concept of readersâ€™ advisory and how to conduct the readersâ€™-advisory

interview. Special issues pertaining to children and tweens are discussed next, including assisting

reluctant readers, helping English-language learners, and dealing with censorship challenges. This

discussion is followed by chapters devoted to finding books for specific age groupsâ€”young

children, emergent readers, transitional readers, and tweens.
