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Traditionally, Americans haveÂ viewed war as an alternative to diplomacy, and military strategy as

the science of victory.Â  Today, however, in our world of nuclear weapons, military power is not so

much exercisedÂ  as threatened.Â  It is, Mr. Schelling says, bargaining power, and the exploitation

of this power, for good or evil, to preserve peace or to threaten war, is diplomacyâ€”the diplomacy of

violence.Â  The author concentrates in this book on the way in which military capabilitiesâ€”real or

imaginedâ€”are used, skillfully or clumsily, as bargaining power.Â  He sees the steps taken by the

U.S. during the Berlin and Cuban crises as not merely preparations for engagement, but as signals

to an enemy, with reports from the adversary's own military intelligence as our most important

diplomatic communications.Â  Even the bombing of North Vietnam, Mr. Schelling points out, is as

much coercive as tactical, aimed at decisions as much as bridges.Â  He carries forward the analysis

so brilliantly begun in his earlier The Strategy of Conflict (1960) and Strategy and Arms Control (with

Morton Halperin, 1961), and makes a significant contribution to the growing literature on modern

war and diplomacy.

This book was one of the required readings for a class I am currently taking. The author is a Nobel

Prize winner for his contributions to game-theory analysis and this book is considered to be one of

the classics on nuclear strategy. It's not hard to see why. While many books on nuclear deterrence

and strategy go into the different policies and can get policy wonky, this book takes an almost

philosophical approach to the questions that nuclear strategy and deterrence pose. Indeed, many of

the thoughts that Mr. Schelling has apply just as much to conventional war as to nuclear war as

deterrence, compellence, and just the threat of violence can be used to achieve national goals. It is

fascinating. It is also incredibly ponderous. At times it feels like Mr. Schelling just recorded some

thoughts on a tape recorder and had someone transcribe them into book as topics are tackled

without any apparent rhyme or reason. And considering that one or two of his chapters are 60+

pages long, it can be difficult to track his thoughts. Still, this is a genuinely thought provoking book

that, in spite of the end of the Cold War, has not lost its relevancy and, indeed, will not until nuclear

weapons are abolished or they are used once again in war.

Recently I ordered a chinese translation of this book from Mainland China, but it was translated

according to the 1966 edition.This English edition has a new preface and afternoon by the author,

thus updating the book. The book is still worth reading today, as North Korea has recently held a

nuclear bomb test and it reminds us that nuclear threat is still with us. Mr. Schelling's analysis helps

us to understand the delicate situation today.
